    We thought about her comment and discussed some possibilities. That night, by coincidence, there was a story on TV about whales beaching themselves, a great maritime mystery.  Cam and I looked at each other. A baby whale with Amblyopia? After months of research, with Doctor Lee’s encouragement and eye exercise instructions, the story of Ambley, the little Blue Whale, took shape. What an experience we had in writing about his unique adventures in coping with life, and Amblyopia, under the deep, blue sea.
